Attached for your review is the proposed 2009 budget for Oak Brook Colony Condominium Association.
Any comments you may have should be sent to the Managing Agent, Condominium Management
Services. The Board will consider these comments and act as appropriate to amend or approve the
budget at the Annual Meeting cn October 27, 2008.

The proposed budget increase is 7.95%. Although no one likes rising costs, this increase may not seem -
so onerous if a few facts are considered:

The excess funds spent on removing snow from the streets during the bad winter of 2007-08
would result in an increase of almost 13% by itself. We are hoping for a normal snowfall this
winter and have not increased the assessment by this full amount.

All of our vendors use fuel, even if it is just to drive to our property. As we all know, oil prices have
increased 94% in the past 12 months.

Several major projects have been completed without any special assessments: Replacement of
Jamestown, Governors, Williamsburg and Newport Lanes, and all bay roofs, as well as 2/3 of the
capstone upgrade project, and cleaning of the retention pond we share with Gingerbrook. There
will be No Special Assessments for the foreseeable future.

Even after the proposed increase, our assessments compare favorably with equivalent
associations in the area.

We look forward to continuing the improvements listed on our 5-year plan, which is posted on the Oak
Brook Colony website, www.oakbrookcolony.org.

We also look forward to meeting you and receiving your input at the Annuai Meeting.
